The school’s Leadership Team regularly looks at school performance and classroom observation data to make decisions about school improvement and professional development needs.


Instructional Teams develop standards-aligned units of instruction for each grade level.


All teachers systematically report to parents the student’s mastery of specific standard-based objective.


All teachers reinforce classroom rules and procedures by positively teaching them.





In the 4th Grade Classroom


Teachers will send home a newsletter with information about weekly learning goals.


Teachers will encourage connections with vocabulary and content made at home and will discuss these with students.


Teachers will provide students and families with resources to use at home.


Teachers will keep class websites and Class Dojo updated with links to support learning.


4th grade is departmentalized and students will see all three teachers daily.
